Director Siden commented that Budget Manager Pam Burnor recommended at the last Finance Committee
meeting that the 2009 Budget be adopted in honor of retired Asst. CFO Patti Henry, to which the Board agreed.

Director Lane commented that in preparation for next year’s budget, a provision be made to add the hiring of a
cultural resources consultant or staff person to monitor cultural resources within the District. She also inquired
if funding for the publication of the Rose Hill Cemetery is included in the budget. AGM of Operations John
Escobar stated that while it is not specified on the budget, staff is working with Supervising Naturalist Traci Parent
to obtain grants and/or to address this within existing departmental budgets.
