Berkeley Meadow Habitat Restoration Project

The East Bay Regional Park District is enhancing and restoring a number of ecosystems throughout Eastshore State Park.  The three-phased Berkeley Meadow Restoration Project is restoring ecological habitats and provides public access to the Meadow. 
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Phase II is anticipated to be constructed in 2008. This project will create or enhance the same habitats provided in Phase I.  Funding will be provided by Bailey Estates LLC.  The Phase III project will restore remaining portions of the meadow.  It is funded by the California Coastal Conservancy.  Phase III is anticipated to be constructed in 2010.  
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The District is also  developing a com-munity stewardship program to support the Meadow restor- ation.

The Phase I project was funded by Cherokee-Simeon Joint Venture and constructed in 2004.  Non-native vegetation was replaced with native grassland and scrub plants to provide nesting habitat for two rare birds: northern harrier and white-tailed kite. 


Seasonal wetlands were enhanced and created to provide habitat for shorebirds and waterfowl.  Fences and gates were installed to protect these restored habitats.  Trails, benches and interpretive exhibits were installed to enhance the public’s enjoyment and understanding of the restored Meadow. 
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
