	Review and Comment on Mitigation Plan Drafts

Mitigation plan drafts were posted on the Park District’s website for review.  Notices of the Park District’s requests for comments being solicited from all interested parties were made via the notices previously itemized and made available at the public meetings.  Key inputs received during the review and comment periods included the following:
A resident emphasized the negative impacts of herbicide use as part of the Park District’s fuels reduction projects designed to reduce the risk of major wildland or wildland/urban interface fires.
A resident criticized a perceived focus of the Park District’s fuels reduction projects on non-native trees such as eucalyptus and objected to localized clear cutting of mature trees as unnecessary to reduce the risk of wildland or wildland/urban interface fires.
The SF Bay Regional Water Quality Board provided comments that included the following main points..
The Water Board supports the EBRPD’s efforts to mitigate the fire hazard risk on District-owned lands in the East Bay’s wildland-urban interface to an acceptable level in a way that does not negatively impact nearby waterbodies. Additionally, we are fully supportive of the mitigation goals presented in Chapter 7 of the Hazard Plan, including maintaining and enhancing ecological values for plant and wildlife habitat consistent with fire reduction goals and providing a cost-effective, environmentally sustainable vegetation management plan. As noted in Hazards Plan, there are approximately 1,550 acres identified in the Wildlife Hazard Reduction and Resource Management Plan (Fuels Plan) that remain untreated. We request that the EBRPD approaches treating the remaining 1,550 acres while being cognizant of the effect that overgrazing and tree removal can have on soil erosion. Removing Eucalyptus trees, and other trees identified as fire hazards, is an appropriate action to reduce fire risk. When these types of trees are removed from riparian areas, the removed trees should be replanted with native species that don’t pose the same fire hazard risk while also compensating for an equal, or greater, canopy cover. In addition, removing trees from riparian areas can disturb the underlying soil. When trees need to be removed, erosion control measures should be installed. Implementing grazing is also an effective fire reduction measure, but should be done in a way that minimizes the risk of soil erosion that could cause excessive sedimentation into nearby waterbodies. Therefore, it is our recommendation that you specify how tree removal and grazing techniques will be conducted in a way that minimizes the risk of soil erosion and discharge to receiving waterbodies. 
Reducing fire load reduction in a way that doesn’t pose a risk to listed special status species, or Species of Special Concern, should be included in Chapter 7 of the Hazard Plan. There didn’t appear to be a direct reference to listed species within the areas where fuel load reduction would take place. The Water Board requests there be a direct reference to the listed species within the areas where fuel load reduction is implemented, and information about the appropriate incidental take permits for listed species should also be presented in this section. 
[bookmark: _GoBack]The Water Board commends the EBRPD on moving forward with the Bay Point Regional Shoreline Restoration project and hopes EBRPD will continue to implement projects that restore our marshland and project vulnerable shorelines from sea level rise (SLR). Specifically, we encourage the EBRPD to explore living shorelines and other similar SLR adaptation designs that incorporate habitat creation to combat rising water levels. These creative SLR adaptation strategies are preferred over more traditional shoreline protection such as increasing levee height to meet future SLR projections. 
The above suggestions were mostly already addressed by the Park District’s ongoing programs and practices.  However, To reflect the above comments, an additional mitigation Action Item was added to the wildland fire chapter:  Short Term #2: Review and refine the Park District’s fuels reduction strategies to maximize the reduction in fire risk, while minimizing possible negative impacts on the natural environment.

FEMA Local Hazard Mitigation Plan – Fact Sheet – November 30, 2016

The East Bay Regional Park District is developing a Local Hazard Mitigation Plan (LHMP).  This plan is an educational and planning document that is intended to raise awareness and understanding of the risk and potential impacts of natural hazards and to help guide the District in its mitigation priorities in a pragmatic and cost-effective manner.

Making the District more disaster resistant and disaster resilient means taking proactive steps and actions to protect life safety, reduce property damage, minimize economic losses and disruption, and shorten the recovery period from future disasters. Additionally, the Federal Emergency Management Agency (FEMA) now requires each special district to adopt a multi-hazard mitigation plan or annex to an anchor plan to remain eligible for future pre- or post-disaster FEMA mitigation funding.  Thus, an important objective in developing this plan is to maintain eligibility for FEMA funding and to enhance the District’s ability to garner future FEMA mitigation funding.

The District has convened an internal planning team and retained a local hazard mitigation expert to assist in the plan development.  We will be posting regular plan updates on this website and will welcome comments, suggestions, and other inputs from everyone with an interest in making the District as disaster resistant and disaster resilient as possible.  The District will also have public meetings on dates to be announced for community feedback during preparation of the LHMP.

If you or your group want to be listed as a stakeholder to receive progress and plan updates, please let us know and we will add you to the list. The draft LHMP is schedule to be submitted to FEMA in early 2017 with final approval and adoption by the EBRPD Board of Directors by April 2017.
